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Goal of the game

Corlecity is o peoceful town.., Orso it
seems. Just like any other day, you
need ta get to work, However, todoy you
overslept,

In Crazy Pilat, you must react to various
situotions os fast os possible if you wont
to arrive on time. Be careful though:
there's been on outhrealk, and zombles
are hiding omong the citizens. Don't let
them slow you down!

Setup

shuffle the 94 situation cords. Deal 20
cords to each player (18 in a 5-ployer
gome and 15 in a 6-player game]. The rules
for 2 ployers are exploined ot the end of
the rulebook, Return any unused cords to
the box.

Create o foce up drow pile with your
situation cords, ond ploce o starting card
on top. Pass this pile to the player on your
left,

Toke o car card and place it in front of you.

Ploce the penalty cards and finish card in
the middle of the table.
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B starting cards 1tinish cord
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14 penalty cords

How to play
Dne of the ployers gives the storting signol.

When thot hoppens, place your starting cord under your draw plle. You now hove o
foce-up situotion cord. You must resolve it before proceeding to the next one, ond
continue lilke this untll the end of the game.

Resolving a card

¥ou can resolve a card by placing it around your car card, underneath your cor card, or
undernaath your drow pile. Try to analyze the situation ond figure out whot you need to
do. Respect the traffic rules and don't couse on accident! These ore your optlons:

The situation ollows you to
drive stroight aheod. Ploce the
cord obove your cor card,

The situotion requires you to
'~| mave to the left lane. Place the
cord to the left of vour car card.

The situation requires you to

? move to the right lone. Place
the card to the right af your car
cord.

The situgtion requires you to
n make o U-turn, This hoppens
when you think stopping
ond starting won't solve the
situotion and the best thing
to do Is to find onother route,
Ploce the card below your cor
cord.

The difference between [ ond #) is the solution of the
situation. If the situation con be resolved by stopping and

then continuing [e.q. respecting o red light), you stop, If the
situntion can't be resolved by stopping becouse it's dongerous or
impossible to pass (e.g. 0 huge monster on the streat), you must
maoke o U-turn,

The situation requires you to
' stop ond start ogain, Ploce the
card underneath your draw pile.



Warning!

There's one other option. If you
notice one or more zombies

on your card, you must shout
“Zombieeees!" and slop the pile of

penalty cords,

The round Is temporarlly poused. The other ployers
must stop ploying ond slop your hand as quickly os
possible.

The ployer who Interrupted the gome must check
whether or not there's really o 2zombie on their card,

if there is, they place this cord under their car
. cord, It will scare 1 point ot the end of the

qome.

If there isn't, they ploce this cord foce down
to the side. It will score <1 point ot the end
af tha game,

If there wos o zombie on the card, olso check who
was the lost player to slop the pile. That player
taokes a penalty card, which will score -1 paint at the
end of the gome.

Once the situotion is resolved, the player who
interrupted the gome glves the storting signol by
shouting "Oriiliivel” when they see fit.

Special case: when several ployers
shout "Zombieeees!" at the same time,
their cards are checked as normal, and the
pther rules opply os described obave,

If there was a zomble on ot least 1 of these
players’ cords. the lost player to siap the
pile tokes o penaity cord,

End of the gome

The gome ends when one of the ployers reveals
their starting card. That plaoyer then shouts *Watch
Out!" ond takes the finish card.

Everyone staps ploying, ond the players proceed to
final scoring. If you still hove unsolved cards, discard
them.

One by one, flip each stoclk of situation cards you
placed oround your cor, underneath your car, and
underneath your drow pile. Check the symbals on
the back of each stock:

Cards with should be in the stock above

your car card

Caords with L. should be In the stock to the
left of your car card

+  Cards with r' should be in the stack to the
right of your car card

cards with #1 should be in the stack below
your car cord

Cards with ' should be in the stack
underneath your draw pile

Cords with . should be in the stack
underneoth your car card

Y P :youcanploce these cards on the
stackoroneitherof the & stacks
Colculate your points as follows:

Score 1 victory point for each situation card you
ossessed carrectly.

Score 2 victory points If you hove the finish card.

Lose 1victary paint for eoch situotion card you ossessed

incorrectly.

Lose 1victary point for each of your penalty cords,

Lose 1victary point for each situation card yvou placed to the

side because you mistook it for o zambie card.

The ployer with the most victory paints Is the winner,

If there's o tie ond one of the tied players has the finish

tard, that player wins, Otherwise, the victary Is shared.

2-Player variont
In a game with 2 players, the following rules apply:
Remove the zombie cords from play.

From the remdining cords, deal 20 to each ployer. Add
3 zombie cards back into each drow pile. Shuffle the
cords.

The rules are identical to those of the regular gome,

However, there's one exception: when you notice (or
don't notice’] a zomble, shout “Zombieeees!”. Then
ploce this cord in front of your opponent’s play areo.
They may look at this cord at ony point during the
gome, to look for o zomble ond possibly cover the
card with o penalty cord.

At the end of the gome, there are several
possibilities:

A cord in front of your player area has a zomble, but
you did NOT cover It: -1 victary paint,

A card in frant of your player aren has o zombile, and
you covered it nothing happens.

A cord In front of your ployer oreo does NOT have
zombie, but you covered It -1 victary point.

A cord in front of your ployer area does NOT hove a
zombie, ond you did NOT cover It -1 victory point to
your opponent,

* you may place a cord without a zombie In front
of your opponent's play orea to try ond slow them
down... but they might noticel
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
